Thanks to the very inspiring letter from Ali and Josh Hurwitz about their experience 
with the Food Certificate program in last month’s bulletin, I was able to get a rest 
from writing an article.  Their words were unsolicited, and hopefully left food for 
thought (no pun intended) in the minds of everyone in the congregation.

The end of this month is the start of Passover, and the stores will probably be 
putting out their Passover displays by the time you get this bulletin.  We have 
plenty of food certificates available now, and I hope you will get your supply as 
soon as possible; this traditionally is a high-volume month because of the holiday.  
Call the synagogue at 838-2710 or me at 846-2646 to order or for free delivery.   
Of course, you can pick them up at the synagogue, Monday through Thursday 
from 9:30 AM until 5:00 PM and Friday from 9:30 AM through 2:00 PM, or 
even Sundays from 9:20 AM through 12:00 Noon.

As an indication of the success of the program, sales in 2008 totalled $279,605, and 
those in 2009 were $337,705.  Sales from September 2009 thru January 2010 averaged 
more than $30,000 per month. (February figures are not complete at this writing).

Let’s all get on the bandwagon and join the program.  I’ll bet we reach a total of 
$400,000 this year before it’s over!
