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Food Certificate Program - HELP!

The summer months are upon us, and with this comes a decline in Food Certificate
sales, due to the Navasky School hiatus and families taking a summer vacation.

Add to this the fact that sales for March through May 2010 fell from the same
period last year of $91,110 to $84,235 this year and the net profit to the Synagogue
from $5,507 to $4,751 during the same periods, and it does not look good.

I don't know what reasons apply for the decrease besides those I have listed above,
but I ask for everyone’s help in reversing the decline. I'm always available to
deliver the certificates — just call me at 846-2646, or you can pick them up at the
Synagogue Mondays through Thursdays from 9:30am to 5pm and Fridays from
9:30am to 2pm, or even Sundays from 9:30am till 12 noon (yes, I'm even there to
sell on Sundays when there is no Religious School!).

If you haven't started buying the certificates yet, please TRY THEM now. It
doesn’t cost you one penny more than face value. We have Stew Leonard’s, Stop
and Shop, Shop Rite, A&P, Caraluzzi’s, Zeytinia, and Bev Max. If you can’t get
to the Synagogue, as I said, call me or the Synagogue office at 838-2710 and we
will arrange for delivery to you at no additional cost. Sell the certificates to your
friends, neighbors and relatives; 15% of all monthly sales are made to people who

are NOT congregants.

Next month, Fairway Market in Stamford is scheduled to open. I have already
arranged with them to join the program, and I will have certificates available when
they open. Please let me know by phone, or e-mail me at harrymorgen@aol.com if
you are willing to try them so that I can have an ample supply on hand when they
open. Also, remember that the high holidays are next month, so have your holiday
orders for certificates in to me as soon as possible.

Let’s make a GRAND effort to increase our sales immediately. Thanks, and have a
wonderful rest of the summer.
