Congregation Beth El prides itself on the fact that we provide a full luncheon for all of our
congregants in attendance on every Shabbat morning. If you wish to celebrate a Simcha with us,
whether a Bar/Bat Mitzvah, Baby Naming, Special Anniversary, Birthday, Graduation or just
because, you may do so by sponsoring all or part of our Shabbat luncheon as follows:

 For our regular Shabbat luncheon: $450 + $5.00 per invited guest over 15
 For our regular Shabbat luncheon + 1 specialty item: $600 + $6.50 per invited guest over 15

o Specialty item includes one of: kugel, fruit plate, vegetable crudite

There are no alterations or additions to these options. If you would like to make your own
arrangements directly with an approved kosher caterer of your choice in place of the options above,
you may do so, provided that accommodations are made for 80 congregants plus ALL of your
invited guests. You must arrange for the entire luncheon to be provided through this caterer, not as
a supplement to the options above.

Additional rental fee of $150 for use of CBE’s dinnerware (fleishig).
Additional charge of $25 per hour if supplemental on-site kashrut supervision is required through
CBE.

Please note we require Bar/Bat Mitzvah families to provide accommodations for ALL of their
guests, even if they are departing for a reception immediately after services. Your guests will be
hungry after participating in a three hour service, they will take their time to say mazel tov, they will
see food and they will eat. It happens EVERY TIME. Absolutely no exceptions will be made.
